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1. INTRODUCTION

This report covers the activities of the Centre for Educational Sociology from August 1998 to July
1999. This has been a trangtiona year for the CES. In August 1998 it joined the new Faculty of
Education, creeted following the merger of Edinburgh University with Moray House Inditute of
Education. The CES is now part of the Department of Education and Society within the Faculty,
together with former colleagues from 1SES and members of the former Moray House Department of
Socid Science and Socid Work. At the end of the year the Centre was preparing to relocate (in
September 1999) to new premises in St John's Land, in the Holyrood campus, alongside its new
Departmenta and Faculty colleagues.

1998-99 has aso been atrangtiond year for Scotland and for Scottish education and training. The
firat Scottish Parliament for nearly 300 years, with responghbilities for education and training among
other areas of policy, assumed office amid expectations that it would proceed in a more open and
participatory spirit than the structures it replaced. Education is likely to have a high profile in Scottish
politics and it is hoped that the Parliament will make effective use of research evidence when making
its decisons. The Parliament therefore presents new opportunities and new reponshilities for the
CES, as wdl as for other Scottish-based researchers. It dso brings the relationships between
Scotland and the rest of the UK to the centre of attention. The CES is well placed to comment on
these relaionships: it helped to place ‘home internationd’ comparisons on the map of educational
research, it recently completed a comparative study of post-16 policies in England, Scotland and
Wades, and it is nearing the completion of a comparative analys's of education and training for 14-18
year-olds in the four territories of the UK.

The Centre's interest in Scottish education and training, and in comparisons within the UK,
continues to be complemented by a strong interest in comparison and collaboration with countries
outwith the UK, especidly in Europe. Many of the projects described in this report are ether
comparative in nature, or conducted in collaboration with researchers in other countries or with
internationa organisations. This internationd role is exemplified by the European Research Network
on Trangtionsin Y outh, which since 1992 has had a definitive influence on a vigorous and expanding
area of comparative research. The CES played a leading role in establishing this network, and
hosted its annua meseting in Edinburgh in September 1998, with participation from 12 countries. A
grant from the Scottish Office supported the publication of the proceedings.

The Centre's work continues to be a balance of different styles and methods of research:
quantitetive anadyss of survey data, quditative research including case dudies and quditative
interviews, and methodologies for collecting, managing and merging datidicd data The
complementarity of these different activities is a digtinctive festure of the CES and, we believe, akey
ingredient of its success. The development of methodologies for organisng datistica data has
developed dongside an increasing recognition of a specific domain of research: Research on Officid
Statigtics. Eurogat (the datistical office for the European Union) have been paticularly active in
promoting this type of research, and, with three research projects running in the year in question,
CESisemerging asamgor player in thisfied.

During the year we welcomed Defeng Ma to the Centre' s research gtaff, and Emily Morris to the
adminigtrative team. Nell Miller, Chris Martin and Andy Biggart (researchers) |eft the CES, and we
are grateful to dl of them for their contributions while they were members of the Centre. We dso
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welcomed Professor Allan Doring from the Audtrdian Catholic Univeraty as a visting academic in
April and May 1999.

At the time of writing the CES is reviewing its role and organisation to see how it can be more
closdy integrated within the new Faculty. It hopes to work closdly with new collleagues, many of
whom have experience and skills that complement those of the Centre, and close links with
professond practice in Scottish education. It also ams to meet the new challenges and opportunities

crested by the Scottish Parliament and the changing educationd and socid environment of the
Centre' swork.

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2. PROJECTS

Aberdeen Early Intervention Programme
(Scottish Office: 1998-2001)

"Early Intervention” is an initiative funded by the Scottish Office Education and Industry Department
(SOEID) with the purpose of raisng standards of atainment of literacy and numeracy of pupilsin
ther first years of primary school. Each Scottish education authority has responsbility for supporting
early intervention in its primary schools, and evaluating its effectiveness. CES provides advice and
consultancy to Aberdeen City Council in respect of the design and evauation of early intervention in
Aberdeen primary schools. The gpproach taken in Aberdeen is to encourage al early-years
teachers to reflect on ther practice, and to support al schools in the development of improved
methods of teaching literacy and numeracy which will be sustainable in the longer term after SOEID
funding has been finished. An important feature is the development of methods for monitoring pupils
progress and feeding back information to teachers for the targeting of early intervention.

Access to distributed databases for statistical information and analysis
(EU Fourth Framework Esprit: 1997-1999)

This project aims to use distributed database techniques and World Wide Web (WWW)
technology in order to facilitate more effective access to Satistica data by Europe's research and
policy community; to assst the research and policy andyst make cross-dataset comparisons; and to
provide Europe's nationd statistical offices with a productivity tool.

A Comparative Analysis of Education to Work Transitions in Europe
(EU TSER programme: 1997-2000)

This seven-country comparative project began in December 1997 and is co-ordinated by the Dublin
Economic and Socid Research Indtitute, with research teams based in Belgium, France, Germany,
Ireland, Portugd, the Netherlands, Scotland and Sweden. Through an analysis of nationa school
leavers surveys and the Labour Force Surveys, the project ams to examine cross-nationa
differences in the patterns and processes of education to work transitions and the extent to which
variation can be explained by the ingtitutiona features of education and training systems. In 1998-99
the project congructed the first integrated detaset, linking survey data from France, Ireland the
Netherlands and Scotland (with data from Sweden to be added later). Work commenced on two
further datasets, one describing trangtions in trandtions since 1979 and the other describing
trangtions over the fird five years in the labour market. The first andyses of these data were begun.
A volume of papers andysng cross-country differences in the trangtion, usng data from the
Eurogtat LFS, is nearing completion.

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The Effectiveness of the Careers Service
(SOEID: 1997-2000)

This project ams to assess the effectiveness of the Careers Service in Scotland after the recent
changes to its organisation and management and in the context of the increased attention being given
to careers education and guidance (CEG). It isajoint project with Sheila Semple of the Centre for
Careers Education and Guidance at the Universty of Strathclyde. The first stage of the project
mapped Careers Service provison across Scotland through interviews with staff in dl of the Careers
Companies and review of documentary sources. From this, a typology of Careers Companies was
developed and used to andyse the nature and dimensions of variaion across Companies and to
select five Career Companies for the next stages of the research. In the second stage of the project
A, S5 and S6 students in selected schoals in the five Career Companies were surveyed at two time
points to gather information and opinion about the CEG that they had received and to identify the
subsequent outcomes of CEG for them. Surveys of employers and of training providers have dso
been carried out in the five Career Companies and an extensve programme of interviews
completed. This programme covered careers service staff and a wide range of ‘stakeholders
(teechers, FE; Locd Enterprise Companies, Education Authorities; and nationd employers and
training organisations). The data from the various research activities is currently being andysed and
the project will report itsfindingsin early 2000.

Evaluation of the Statistical Basis of Government Target-Setting Policy
(EIS: 1998)

This evaduation has been commissioned by the Educationd Inditute of Scotland. The datistical
methodology of target setting used by the SOEID Audit Unit is evauated with respect to the criteria
for comparing school effectiveness reported in research literature. The vaidity of the school
characteristics index based on free-med entitlement (FME) is evduated using a Satistical analyss of
factors influencing FME.

A “Home International” Comparison of 14-19 Education and Training Systems
in the UK
(ESRC: 1997-1999)

This project ams to compare the 14-19 education and training systems of England, Wales, Scotland
and (asfar as datawill permit) Northern Ireland, and to promote theoretical development in the field
of ‘home internationa’ comparisons. By the beginning of 1998-99 a programme of interviews with
policy-makers in the four territories, and a review and andyss of avalable Satistics and research,
had virtualy been completed. In 1998-99 the project constructed an integrated dataset describing
the trangtions of a cohort of young people in the four territories in the early 1990s. This used data
from the England and Wales Youth Cohort Study, the Scottish Young People's Survey and the
Northern Ireland Secondary Education Leavers Survey. Current analyses of this dataset cover:
secondary school attainment, gender and the curriculum, participation in full-time education beyond
16, the choice of post-16 pathways, entrance to higher education and the trangtion to the labour
market. While many of these andyses confirm the broad smilarity of the four UK systems, they
identify severd important differences including smaller school differences in Scotland and Wales, the
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low satus of vocationa education in Scotland, the short duration of post-compulsory education
(below higher education) in Scotland, and the variation in patterns of gender inequdity acrossdl four
countries. The andyses aso draw attention to the need to compare the four systems over time, and
to the problems of comparing officia datigtics as wel as survey data from the four territories. The
project will conclude with an open seminar in November 1999,

Integrated Documentation and Retrieval Environment for Statistical Aggregates
(EU Fourth framework Esprit: 1996-1998)

IDARESA is a multinationa European co-operation designing and implementing a metadata-based
datigtica information and data processng system targeted at the practical needs of Satidtica
agencies and offices in charge of supplying high-qudity datigticd information. This project
emphasses the harmonisation of datistica data originating from different sources and contexts and
CES's experience in the creation of harmonised datasets for projects such as ‘CATEWE,
‘VTLMT and ‘Home Internationals has played an important role in the design of the system.
Advanced information technologies and software engineering techniques are being used to develop
software which provides both a ‘platform’ for data harmonisation and an interface which will alow
data held in different locations to be accessed and combined for secondary analysis. IDARESA is
one of the approved research and development projects - no. 20478 - of EUROSTAT's DOSIS
(Devdopment of Statidica Information Systems) initiative, a specid task of Esprit's Emerging
Software Technologies track within the 4th EU Framework Programme for Research and
Technological Development. The team is headed by Professor Wilfried Grossman of the University
of Vienna and involves researchers from CES, Universty of Athens, Univerdty of Ulgter, Statigtics
Netherlands, Greek Statistical Office and DESAN Market Research (Amsterdam).

A Longitudinal Study of Young People and Careers
(Scottish Office: 1998-2001)

Thisisalongitudina study of asmall number of young people in Ayrshire over athree year period. It
examines the changes that occur in young peopl€ s thinking and the influences on them as they move
out of compulsory education and into subsequent education, training and work opportunities. It
charts how thelr atitudes to training, the labour market, continuing education and lifdong learning
develop and change as their experiences grow. The young people were interviewed for the first time
in spring 1999 and will be interviewed a three further time points over the study. The second strand
of the research focuses on those individuals identified by the young people as sgnificant to their
thinking and decisons, the am is to gain an understanding of the nature and extent of their influence
and impact. At the first contact the mgority of young people identified one of their parents as their
ggnificant person and in-depth interviews were held with them. The project is led by Sheila Semple
of the University of Strathclyde.

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National Evaluation of Early Intervention Projects
(SOEID: 1998-2000)

The nationd evauation of early intervention in Scotland is being led by Helen Fraser of the Faculty
of Education, Edinburgh University together with the accountancy firm KPMG. CESisworking with
the NEEIP team with respect to the andysis of datisticd information on pupils atanment. The
study includes an assessment of literacy, numeracy and atitudes to learning of a nationa sample of
pupils in P3 in summer 1998, which will be repeated in summer 2000. Initid andyses will provide
edimates of the extent of differences in attainment associated with gender, age, firg language, family
poverty and area deprivation, and the extent of variation across Scotland. Anayses of subsequent
datawill provide estimates of the effects of early intervention for pupils with different characterigtics,
and on overdl attainment in Scottish primary schools.

OECD Thematic Review of the Transition from Initial Education to Working Life
(OECD: 1998)

Fourteen countries are participating in this review, which adopts a broad definition of the trangtion
from education to work and examines current changes and problems and the responses of nationa
ingtitutional frameworks and policies. The CES contributed the Background Report for the UK
review (see Annual Report for 1997-98) and David Raffe participated as a member and rapporteur
of the four-person team which reviewed the trangtion in Japan.

Educational Multimedia in Compulsory School: From Pedagogical Assessment
to Product Assessment
(EU: 1998-2000)

This project started at the beginning of September. It ams to map the dynamics of multimediausein
an educationa context and to generate an on-line database of multimedia applications for use by
teachers and suppliers of educational multimedia. The project brings together teachers, students,
teacher trainers and developers across Europe in an investigation of the potentidities of multimedia
products to inform practice both within the classsoom and in the development of materids. The
project is carried out in conjunction with the Research Centre of Socid Sciences in the Faculty of
Socid Sciences and the Scottish Interactive Technology Centre in the Faculty of Education. This
project is a new area of CES, and provides an excellent opportunity to pursue the study of the use
of ICT in teaching and learning, and of collaborating with colleaguesin the Faculty of Education.

An Object Network for Statisticians and Administrations
(EU Telematics: 1998-2001)

This thirty month project started in October 1998. It is a follow-up to a pilot project undertaken in
1996. The aims is to provide an interface to satistica information held on the World Wide Web
which lets the user publish his own results within the same software package. CES is developing the
Statistica Workbench, which builds on previous work in the area of Statistical Information Systems.

Scottish School Leavers Survey: Special Studies
(SOEID: 1998-2000)

The CES is conducting five studies using data from the SSLS, a nationdly-representative survey of
young people who have attended Scottish schools. The studies dso use data from the Scottish
Y oung Peopl€' s Surveys (conducted every two years by CES from 1977 to 1991, in order to study
trends over time. The five sudies focus on: entrants to higher education; high-achieving femaes;
low-achieving maes, entrants to Government traning programmes, and ealy entrants to
employment. In 1998-99 the first of these were completed and work on the second two studies
reached an advanced stage. The first study, of entrants to higher education, looked at some aspects
of the rapid expansion of participation in the late 1980s and early 1990s. It found that socid class
differences in entrance narrowed during this period (dthough they remaned subgantid).
Qudifications were the most important determinants of entry; femaes achieved better qudifications
than maes, and were as likdly to apply for HE as smilarly-qudified maes, but they were less likey
to enter HE than maes with smilar quaifications. The study revealed important differences between
entrants to degree courses and to other HE courses: there was no sgnificant decline in the Highers
qualifications of degree-course entrants, who increasingly left school from S6 rather than S5, while
the Highers qudifications of sub-degree entrants declined over time and they were more likely to
enter from S5. Sub-degree courses made a larger contribution to widening access.

Unifying Academic and Vocational Learning: Scottish and English/Welsh
Approaches
(ESRC: 1996-1998)

Thiswas ajoint project with Professor Michadl Y oung and Ken Spours of the Post-16 Education
Centre at the University of London Inditute of Education. It explored issues in the ‘unification’ of
academic and vocationd learning in post-compulsory education and training, and compared the
policy approaches being pursued in Scotland (exemplified by Higher Still) and in England and Wales
(exemplified by the 1996 Dearing Review and the ensuing Qualifying for Success conaultation). The
main funding for this project ended in 1997-98, but during 1998-99 members of the research team
made severa further presentations based on the project and began work on a book based on its
findings.

Vocational Training and Labour Market Transitions
(EU LEONARDO programme: 1996-98)

This four-country project, led by the Dublin Economic and Socia Research Indtitute, compared the
trangtion to the labour market of early or ‘lower levdl’ leavers in France, Irdland, the Netherlands
and Scotland. It was completed at the end of 1998. It used an integrated dataset constructed from
school leavers surveys in the four countries in order to andyse factors associated with lower-level
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leaving, the differences between lower-level and other leavers, and the factors associated with
subsequent labour-market outcomes of lower-level leavers. The project reveded a substantialy
higher proportion of ‘lower level leavers in Scotland than the other three countries, but this was
partly compensated by a higher level of dternative provison such as youth training programmes. In
al four countries the study confirmed that even among this least-qudified minority of school leavers
qudifications, even a a minima leve, continued to have an influence on educationd and labour-
market prospects. The project dso found that in some cases lower-leve leavers had better 1abour-
market progpectsif they had studied vocationa curricula.
